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EFOMP AWARDS. GENERAL POLICY.

1. ESMP Bursary – The EFOMP ESMP Bursary covers the registration fee for participation in the European School of Medical Physics, ESMP, for one week. This is awarded every year and currently stands at two awards.

Applicants must be members of an EFOMP affiliated organisation, must be under 35 years of age on the date of application, and must have recently achieved or be about to achieve the level of a qualified medical physicist (QMP), as set out in section 3.2 of EFOMP Policy statement No 10. ('Recommended Guidelines on National Schemes for Continuing Professional Development of Medical Physicists’ http://www.efomp.org/policyst.html)

The applicant must have been working as a medical physicist in either a hospital, university or research institute engaged in similar work for a period of at least two years.
2. Congress award - Made in the year of the European Congress, i.e. 2003, 2005, 2007, etc. This is awarded every two years and covers registration fee for congress and EFOMP workshop.

Applicants must be members of an EFOMP affiliated organisation, must be under 35 years of age on the date of application, and must have achieved the level of a qualified medical physicist (QMP), as set out in section 3.2 of EFOMP Policy statement No 10. ('Recommended Guidelines on National Schemes for Continuing Professional Development of Medical Physicists'.   http://www.efomp.org/federation.html.)
The applicant must have been working as a medical physicist in either a hospital, university or research institute engaged in similar work for a period of at least two years. 

3. Visiting travel award - Made in alternate years i.e. 2004, 2006, 2008, etc. This is for one person to visit a department within EFOMP for two weeks.

Applicants must be members of an EFOMP affiliated organisation, must be under 35 years on the date of application and must have achieved the level of a qualified medical physicist (QMP), as set out in section 3.2 of EFOMP Policy statement No 10. ('Recommended Guidelines on National Schemes for Continuing Professional Development of Medical Physicists'.   http://www.efomp.org/federation.html.)
The applicant must have been working as a QMP in either a hospital, university or research institute engaged in similar work for a period of at least four years. This means experience gained after qualification, not during the training period.
